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Introduction

The 8-PGM Expansion Module PGM82 includes eight programmable
relay outputs and is compatible with all Paradox control panels.
Outputs can be independently activated using the Insite GOLD mobile
application, manually by pressing the PGM button on the front cover or
they can be programmed to follow system events. Manual activation
does not require a bus connection.
